An application fee of $45.00 must accompany the
graduate application. Former USD graduate students
who have completed coursework and are applying for
readmission to the same program need not pay a
second application fee.

[] Signature.
Your signature is necessary to complete the
application. Applications received unsigned will be
returned for signature.

“yes” or “no” response.

4. Law Students.
All USD students in the School of Law must see the
Assistant Dean for Student Affairs prior to applying
for coursework through the Office of Graduate

Admissions.
