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INTERDISCIPLINARY COURSE ENRICHMENT GRANT

The Humanities Center has funding to support experiential course activities for humanities courses and interdisciplinary courses that connect the humanities to other disciplines.  These course enrichment grants are particularly intended to support hands-on and immersive activities that foster active learning, either within or outside of a traditional classroom setting. Instructors can request financial support to provide experiential opportunities that enrich their students' exposure to course concepts.  Examples could include field trips, equipment or supplies that support active learning, or a stipend for a faculty consultant (typically, a USD colleague) who will work with the instructor to develop interdisciplinary elements that enrich the course.

Please fill out and submit this application, including:

1) A brief description of the purpose for which this funding is being requested, including an explanation of how the requested funding will benefit your course curriculum.  Your description should occupy no more than one page, single-spaced, with 1” margins and 12 point Times Roman font.  This is page 2 of the application form.
2) A budget with an accompanying justification.  Also provide a brief description of other sources of support for this purpose.  The budget and rationale also should occupy no more than one page, with the same format guidelines as the brief description.  This is page 3 of the application form.
The completed application should be e-mailed as a pdf to Ron Kaufmann (kaufmann@sandiego.edu).

Applications will be evaluated with respect to the following criteria:

1. Impact: What is the likely impact of the requested funding on the course?

2. Presentation: How clearly has the applicant described the purpose for which funding is being requested?
3. Justification: How well do the description and rationale support the request?  What alternative funding sources are available?
4. Budget: How much money is being requested?  Does the requested amount seem appropriate for the proposed purpose?

Awards will represent the upper limit for funding, i.e., if actual expenses are less than the amount awarded, reimbursement will only cover the actual expenses.  For expenses incurred through the Humanities Center, payments will be charged against the appropriate budget, and no expense report should be required.  Expenses paid by the awardee should be documented with original receipts, and an expense report will be required in order to receive reimbursement.  Expense reports must be submitted within 60 days of the payment or event.  Awardees should not expect to be reimbursed for expense reports submitted more than 60 days after the payment or event.
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
