[J confirm your class schedule:
(] Log-in to your MySanDiego account my.sandiego.edu
[] sSelect the “My Academics” tab at the top of the page, under “Torero Hub”
[J Find the “Registration Tools” box (on the right side of the page) and select “Concise Student Schedule” to view your
schedule.

O Buy your textbooks: Textbooks can be reserved online or purchased from the USD Torero Store on campus. When reserving
online you can find books listed by department, then by course, then by course section/professor. If you visit the bookstore,
remember to bring your class schedule with you so that a bookstore associate can assist you in determining which textbooks

Buy a cell phone or U.S. SIM Card (optional): Most cell phone companies now offer monthly no contract plans. USD’s Torero
Store also has relationships with several providers offering the convenience of purchasing a SIM card on campus.
