  Many organizations and foundations offer scholarship assistance to students however many are 

limited to U.S citizens.  When outside scholarship programs send information to the USD Office of Financial 

Aid, the opportunities are posted on the USD Financial Aid Web Site under Scholarships.

Non-US citizens are eligible as long as they are attending an American college or university.

Applicants must be majoring in Engineering, Math, Biological or Physical Science, or Science Fiction as 
Literature. Open to residents of any country. Three scholarships of $2,000 are awarded annually.

Applicants must be involved in the LGBTQ community. Non-US citizens are eligible as long as they 
attend an accredited institution in the United States.  

 

 Women Techmakers Scholars Program: https://www.womentechmakers.com/scholars 
Applicants must be women who are enrolled in a program for computer science, computer 
engineering, or a closely related technical field; non-US citizens are eligible.
